Welcome to Rock Maple Racing’s 120 Program. Included in
this packet are updated rules from both Rock Maple Racing and
ISR for the 2008-2009 Season.

This is a highly motivated program established to teach kids the
importance of race etiquette and prepare them for advancement
to the Junior Novice classes. The program focuses on the
following core values: sportsmanship, fun, scholastics, and
respect.

Rock Maple wants to make sure that every child has fun and will
go to great lengths to make sure this happens! Another one of
our goals is to teach children the importance to do well, not only
on the track, but also in school. Lastly, we want to make sure
that the children understand how they got to the race. They are
reminded to thank their parents daily, generating a higher level
of respect for their parents.

The objective of the 120 Program is to replicate the main series
on smaller level. This entails a similar set-up such as a driver’s
meeting, staging lanes, track design (small tabletops and
jumps), and awards ceremony. This ensures that every racer
has an understanding of how a typical race weekend takes
place, starting at a young age. This makes the transition from
class to class much smoother and less stressful for the kids.

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120/4 STROKE RACING
NOTICE: The 120/4 stroke rules will be reviewed annually.

CLASSES
The intent of these classes is to establish races in which all can
compete at their level of personal and equipment ability. The
class structure is organized in such a way as to enable as many
snowmobiles as possible a place to successfully compete. If
class rules are not followed, the class name shall not be used
and the class shall run under specialty classes. Once rules are
abridged, the sanction is no longer in effect.

All 120/4 Stroke classes are stock based classes. No change or
modification is allowed unless specifically allowed by these
rules. If these rules do not specifically allow a change or
medication, then it must be assumed that the change or
modification is not allowed.

ELIGIBLE DRIVERS
Girls and Boys ages 4-12

ELIGIBLE SNOWMOBILES
Arctic Cat Z 120, Z 120 Sno Pro
Bombardier Mini Z
Polaris XCR 120

120/4 STROKE CIRCUIT CLASSES
Novice Stock – For beginner drivers. A rider will no longer be
allowed to race once he or she has 3 first place victories.

Stock – Stock Machines ONLY. Must follow ISR Stock Rules
(included).

Improved Stock – Must follow ISR Stock Rules (included).

Champ 120 – Must follow ISR Stock Rules (included) with

the exception of Rock Maple Racing amended rule change.

**RMR will allow a Briggs & Stratton G.S. Stock
Animal Motor. The motor must be purchased
through Rock Maple Racing. The motors will be
sealed and serial numbers will be provided. The
motor MUST stay stock. Gear Change and Jetting
will be allowed.

GENERAL COMPETITION & SAFETY

1. In the event that a driver is off his/her sled after an
accident involving two or more sleds, the race will be red
flagged.

2. Driver entry into an event is open to any qualified
individual. The sanctioning body has the authority to
evaluate all drivers to determine their qualifications.

3. Both the owner and driver are responsible to ensure that
their snowmobile and driver safety equipment conform to
all of the rule for the class in which they have entered.
Any driver that does not meet the requirements listed will
be subject to disqualification and forfeiture of any prizes
or awards, plus eligibility for the next two (2) races.

4. A driver must compete for a full year in stock classes or
be 6 years of age before competing in any other classes.

5. Teardown will be at the discretion of the 120 Race
Director.

6. If it isn’t stated in this section that it can be done,
consider that it cannot be done.

7. The Race Director and/or Tech Director have the
authority to determine structural integrity.

8. While driver is on the course, radio communication
between driver and crew is not allowed.

9. For restarts, the snowmobiles may be arranged in a
staggered line at the 45 degree angle to the track starting
from left and going to the right.

10.Any gear ratio may be used in all classes.
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MANDATORY DRIVER SAFETY EQUIPMENT
1. Helmet
2. Eye Protection, either a shield or goggles.
3. Shin Guards and Knee Pads
4. Tek-Vest (Upper body protection)
5. Above ankle Boots

ENTRY FEES, PRIZES, AND AWARDS
1. Entry fees in 120/4 Racing - $15.00 in all classes.
2. All participants will receive an award.

GENERAL SNOWMOBILE RULES

All 120/4 Stroke Classes are stock based classes. In stock
based classes, no change or modification can be done to the
stock qualified snowmobile unless specially allowed by these
rules. If these rules do not specifically allow a change or
modification, then it must be assumed that the change or
modification is not allowed.

1. No traction products allowed.
2. Guide clips and/or track clips may be added to the track.
3. Carbide ski runners allowed.
4. Left side of handlebar may be straightened. Structural

integrity must be maintained.
5. An extension may be added to the left handlebar.

Maximum 3 inches wider, maximum 4 inches down. End
must be capped.

6. IN ALL CLASSES, the rear of the tunnel must be
enclosed with material comparable in strength to 0.063
aluminum sheet. The tunnel enclosure is required to
reduce the possibility of skis and driver’s extremities
entering the tunnel area. The shaded area (see
illustration) must be enclosed. The enclosure shall cover
the rear and both sides and extended forward. The
bottom of the enclosure shall be no higher than one (1)

inch above the center of the rear axle (with the driver in
place). The rear of the enclosure shall be no further than
2.5 inches from the rear of the track.

7. All metal ski hoops must be padded as well as any
separate front and rear bumpers that extend away from
the body.

8. In Stock and Improved Stock, snowmobile performance
will be monitored and IKCR Rules Committee may adopt
rules changes to insure fair competition among the
various models.

9. A tachometer may be installed.
10.Data acquisition and data acquisition systems allowed.
11.Tail light required.

STOCK CLASS RULES

1. The snowmobile must have original OEM (or factory
designated replacement) engine, hood, track, frame,
cowl, gas tank, carburetion, airbox, suspension and
clutch supplies by manufacturer for the particular model.
Factory designated replacements allowed.

2. Engine RPM and vehicle speed may be monitored at the
discretion of the Race Director.

ENGINE
1. All governor parts must be intact, in place, and functional.

Any governor spring may be used.
